SAINT ATHANASIUS

Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ,
King of the Universe

As we celebrate the solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King
of the Universe, many of the traditional hymns and images for
the day are joyful and triumphal. For some, these connotations
may be perceived as negative. In these days when there are
strong divisions within the Church, and when some government
leaders are so far away from the people, we need to hear all of
today’s scriptures, and draw a bigger, fuller picture of Christ as
servant king. In Ezekiel, we see God as both the tender, loving
shepherd and the one who will judge at the Second Coming.
This ties in with Matthew’s Gospel and separation of sheep and
goats and “whatsoever you do.” We pray Psalm 23 with great
familiarity and hope. First Corinthians carefully explains to us
the order in which all will happen. This is not an evil dictator-
ship, or a power-hungry leader, but the culmination of a plan
that was carefully laid out in love.

OLD IDEA, RECENT ADDITION

Perhaps it is important to remember that while the image of
Christ as King has been known throughout Christianity, this
feast was founded in 1925 as a reaction and a response to grow-
ing secularism, communism, and atheism that were becoming
prevalent after World War L. If we pull back the lens even fur-
ther, we will remember that throughout history there has sel-
dom been a peaceful time in the Christian world. The Holy
Land itself has frequently been a battle ground. There have
been schisms and divisions in the history of the church itself,
and every church council was convened to try to correct some
mistaken notion, world event, or church heresy. Nor has church
leadership always had clean hands, and there have been wars,
genocides, and insurrections “in the name of Christ.” Today,
when more and more people are leaving organized religion alto-
gether, and people identify themselves as “spiritual but not reli-
gious” or “nones,” the need for Christ as leader and ruler and
guide is more pressing than ever.

INHERIT THE KINGDOM

The world in which we live is complex. We are a diverse, glob-
al society and there are many issues and opinions ranging from
climate change to politics to creed. Sometimes we try and sort it
all out, and it is hard to know who and what to believe. One can
find multiple takes on the same news story, and social media
can easily sway us. Yet when we focus on the Gospel story, it
seems very simple indeed. We do not have to know it all or
figure it all out. We are not the one on the throne during the
Last Judgment. When God starts separating the sheep from the
goats, the formula is a simple rule of thumb. “When did you see
Christ in others? When did you respond accordingly?” It does
not ask if you are Catholic or even Christian; whether you had a
police record or an incurable disease; whether you had a PhD or
a fifth-grade education, or what languages you spoke. The call
is to remember that “Whatsoever you did to the least you did
for me.” And then there will be the invitation, “Come you who
are blessed. Inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the
foundation of the world.”

Tal vez sea importante recordar que, si bien la imagen de Cristo
como Rey ha sido conocida en toda la cristiandad, su fiesta fue
establecida en 1925 como una reaccion y una respuesta al cre-
ciente secularismo, comunismo y ateismo que después de la
Primera Guerra Mundial se estaban cada vez mas extendiéndo-
se.

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Return to Purple Tier; Indoor Masses

Suspended as of Tuesday November 17

DIOCESE OFDue to a marked increase in COVID-19 cases and hospi-
SAN ] OSE talizations, Santa Clara County has returned to the most

restrictive Purple Tier. Under the California Blueprint Ti-
er framework regarding COVID-19, indoor worship is no longer allowed in the Purple Tier in
support of the common good. Under the County’s Updated Mandatory Directive for Gather-
ing, outdoor gatherings may be held with up to 200 people, as long as the outdoor space allows
people to easily maintain at least six feet of physical distance from one another at all times.

Eftective Tuesday, November 17th, all indoor Masses and worship services will be moved out-
doors with appropriate social distancing, cleaning protocols, and face coverings required. Par-
ishes may also hold drive-in Masses, following current guidelines. Many parishes will contin-
ue to livestream Masses daily through their websites or social media, giving the faithful anoth-
er option to stay connected to their faith communities. The universal dispensation from the ob-
ligation to attend Sunday Mass continues throughout the Diocese.

Though indoor Masses are temporarily suspended, our parishes continue to serve our Catholic
community. They are offering faith-sharing groups, bible studies, catechetical classes, and oth-
er parish ministries via teleconferencing platforms. The Diocese’s Catholic schools remain
open for in-person and distance learning.

Regreso al Nivel Morado; Misas dentro de la Iglesia has sido suspendidas a
partir del martes 17 de noviembre

Debido a un marcado aumento en los casos de COVID-19 y las hospitalizaciones, el condado
de Santa Clara ha regresado al nivel purpura mas restrictivo. Bajo el marco del Nivel del Plan
de California con respecto al COVID-19, las Misas en interiores ya no estan permitidas en el
Nivel Parpura en apoyo del bien comun. Segun la Directiva Obligatoria Actualizada del Con-
dado para Reuniones, las reuniones al aire libre se pueden llevar a cabo con hasta 200 per-
sonas, siempre que el espacio al aire libre permita a las personas mantener facilmente al menos
seis pies de distancia fisica entre si en todo momento.

A partir del martes 17 de noviembre, todas las Misas en interiores y los servicios de adoracion
se trasladaran al aire libre con el distanciamiento social adecuado, los protocolos de limpieza y
las cubiertas faciales necesarias. Las parroquias también pueden celebrar misas en au-
toservicio, siguiendo las pautas vigentes. Muchas parroquias continuaran transmitiendo misas
en vivo diariamente a través de sus sitios web o redes sociales, dando a los fieles otra opcion
para mantenerse conectados con sus comunidades de fe. La dispensa universal de la obligacion
de asistir a la misa dominical contintia en toda la Didcesis.

Aunque las misas en interiores estan temporalmente suspendidas, nuestras parroquias con-
tintlan sirviendo a nuestra comunidad catdlica. Estan ofreciendo grupos para compartir la fe,
estudios biblicos, clases de catequesis y otros ministerios parroquiales a través de plataformas
de teleconferencia. Las escuelas catolicas de la Didcesis permanecen abiertas para el aprendi-
zaje en persona y a distancia.
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
